Sacrament of Matrimony 
In accord with the regulations of the Bishop 
of Arlington, couples must contact a priest 
and begin preparation at least six months 
prior to the wedding.  Parish registration 
and active participation for a minimum of 3 

months is required before preparation may begin.  Living 
together before marriage is sinful and harmful to the 
future marriage.  Couples who are living together will be 
asked to live separately during the preparation time.

To receive such a letter, one must be registered in the 
parish, attend Mass regularly, and be committed to a 
stewardship of time, talent, and treasure. We encourage 
all parishioners to become active in one of the parish 
organizations.  In a community as large as Our Lady of 
Hope, one means of verifying participation is through 
the use of parish offertory envelopes.  If you choose 
not to participate in the support of the parish, or are 
unable to contribute at this time, please at least note 
your prayerful support on your envelope and place it in 
the weekly offertory. We will then be aware of your 
continued participation, and you will not be noted as 
"inactive" on our parish roster.
