In accord with the regulations of the 
Bishop of Arlington, couples must contact 
a priest and begin preparation at least six 
months prior to the wedding.  Parish 
registration and active participation for a 
minimum of 3 months is required before 

preparation may begin.  Living together before marriage is 
sinful and harmful to the future marriage.  Couples who 
are living together will be asked to live separately during 
the preparation time.

Sacrament of Baptism 
Parish Registration and the Baptism 
classes are required.  Baptisms are held 
every Sunday of each month at 1:30 p.m. 
in the Church Baptistery.  Please contact 
the Parish Secretary to register for the 

Baptism classes.  Plan to attend the classes before the 
birth of the child. 
 
What does it mean to be an active Catholic? 
Frequently, those seeking to celebrate Marriage, have 
children baptized, or serve as sponsors for 
Confirmation or Baptism request a letter stating that 
they are parishioners and active, practicing Catholics.  
To receive such a letter, one must be registered in the 
parish for at least 3 months, attend Mass regularly, 
and be committed to a stewardship of time, talent, and 
treasure. We encourage all parishioners to become 
active in one of the parish organizations.  In a 
community as large as Our Lady of Hope, one means 
of verifying participation is through the use of parish 
offertory envelopes.  If you choose not to participate 
in the support of the parish, or are unable to 
contribute at this time, please at least note your 
prayerful support on your envelope and place it in the 
weekly offertory. We will then be aware of your 
continued participation, and you will not be noted as 
"inactive" on our parish roster.

Holy Thursday, April 9th  
All are welcome to attend the Chrism Mass at the 
Cathedral with Bishop Loverde at 10:30 a.m.  This is 
the only morning Mass throughout the diocese.  In 
the evening, the Mass of the Lord’s Supper will be 
celebrated at 8:00 p.m. at Our Lady of Hope Church.   

 
Good Friday, April 10th   

The Liturgy of the Passion will be celebrated at 
3:00 p.m.  At 7:30 p.m., Stations of the Cross will 
be prayed.  Confessions will be heard following 
Stations of the Cross.  Good Friday is a day of 
penance observed by both fasting (only one full meal 
during the day) and abstinence from meat. 
 
Regulations for Fasting and Abstinence are as 
follows:  Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of 
penance observed by both fasting (only one full meal 
during the day) and abstinence from meat.  All other 
Fridays during Lent are days of abstinence; we forego 
the eating of meat to make ourselves conscious of our 
Lord’s sacrifice of Himself for our sins.  The law of 
fasting is binding for those who are 18 years old but 
not yet 60; the law of abstinence is binding for those 
14 years of age and older. 

 
Holy Saturday, April 11th   

At 10:00 a.m. there will be the Blessing of Easter 
Food.  The Easter Vigil Mass will be offered at 8:30 
p.m.   This is the only Mass offered on Saturday and 
the First Mass of Easter.

Masses will be offered at 7:30, 9:00 and 10:30 a.m. 
and 12:30 p.m.

Mass Minute – One Mass, Two Parts 
“The Mass has two main parts: the Liturgy of the Word 
and the Liturgy of the Eucharist.  Some may also 
remember another pair of terms; the Mass of the 
Catechumens and the Mass of the Faithful were terms 
often used before Vatican II, when hardly anyone 
remembered what a catechumen (one who is being 
instructed in the Faith and looking to receive the 
sacraments beginning with baptism) was.  Those who 
were being initiated into the faith in the early Church 
would gather with the faithful on Sundays and listen to 
the Scriptures being proclaimed.  These readings from 
the Bible revealed and proclaimed who God was and 
what He had done for us.  But when the Readings had 
been proclaimed and the presider of the Mass had given 
instruction from them, the catechumens – those who had 
not been baptized – had to leave, thus the Mass of the 
Catechumens.  If you have catechumens in your parish, 
you will notice that they leave the church building after 
the homily.  This should give you and those who remain 
for the rest of the Mass pause to reflect on why you are 
allowed to stay.” -pg 78, The How to Book of the Mass,
