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Role of Parents

crucial for children to experience the love of Gadtheir homes. The Religious Education
Program aims to work in partnership with parentsnter to assist them in living their vocation
as educators of your children. The Religious EdanaProgram should merely complement,
not replace the catechesis, which your children should rex@ivthe home.

The Religious Education Program assists parertsein God-given role as educators of the
Faith by:

Providing weekly religious education classes faldrhn in a classroom setting with
three formal evaluations (report cards)

Providing the opportunity for Eucharistic Adoratiby attending Children’s Holy Hour.
Providing quarterly opportunities to help the paod needy
Providing one faith community building activity pgemester

And by providing the truth of the Roman Catholiétkas handed down by Jesus Christ
through Sacred Scripture, Sacred Tradition, theiMagum (teaching authority) of the
Church, and the Church Fathers.

All Christian education finds its source within th&cramental life of the Church. Therefore, it is
of utmost importance that children are givendpportunity for frequent participation in the
Sacrament of penance and weekly Sunday attendahtmyaMass. Knowledge of the Catholic
faith that is not upheld by the practice of theraatental life is empty knowledge. Please ensure
that your children are able to participate in ife ¢f the Church by attending Mass on Sundays
and Holy Days of Obligation and if possible on T¢day evenings at the Parish Holy Hour.

Finally, please make every effort to have yourcthilrive on time for class. This is particularly
important because classes are held only once a. wgteklents should arrive no earlier than 15
minutes prior to the start of class.

We remind you that the role of a Religious Eduecapicogram can only be secondary to you, the
parent. We encourage you to do all you can, angneenise to do the best we can to aide and
guide the sacramental preparation of your child.

We offer these tips for preparing your child foe tBacraments of First Penance and First Holy
Communion:

Attend Sunday Mass together, failure to attend Symdiass is a grave sin.

Help your child to fully participate in the MasseiRember if you don’t sing or recite the
responses, neither will your child.

Pray with your children, you are their first exarapif the faith.

Take your child to Church to visit Jesus in the ngslessed Sacrament. Explain how
Jesus is waiting in the Tabernacle for us to comditm, how He loves us to come and
just be with Him.
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Students’ Role

Students are expected to be punctual and preparethts. Students should arrive no earlier
than 15 minutes prior to the start of clasach week, students should bring their textbooks,
writing utensils and completed homework assignme&tadents should conduct themselves in a
manner appropriate to a classroom environment.

Student Decorum
Students are reminded that all property and possestund in the classroom are to be left

All students must enter and exit through the schadby.

Every student has the right and privilege to leara classroom where students are well
behaved. Similarly, every teacher and assistasmthearight to teach in such an environment. In
the event that a student finds it difficult to exihiproper behavior, the teacher will call upon the
Religious Education staff for assistance. Evetgrapt will be made to integrate the child into
the classroom prior to contacting his/ her parahtsmsuccessful, the Religious Education staff
will enlist the support of the parents to rectife tsituation. If this process fails, a parent MUST
accompany the student to class and sit with himihél the student demonstrates that he/she is
able to behave in a manner suitable for classrawtnuction.

Grades 1 through 8 will primarily use the Faith &ife Activity Book as homework as assigned
by the catechist. These books will go home withrychild each week for you and your child to
work on together. The assignments are to be costplér the following week. Assigned
homework will help you to be directly and consiskgnnvolved with the formation of your
child’s religious education. Please take this gfapoty to share your faith with your child.

Diocesan Formation in Christian Chastity Program

The Diocese of Arlington has implemented a new mogas part of their Child Protection
Policy called “Formation in Christian Chastity.” h@ Diocese has mandated that grades first
through fourth be taught at home; grades fifth digto eighth are to be implemented in all
Catholic schools and Religious Education Programs.

Formation in Christian Chastity helps children tevelop an awareness of the dignity of the

human person and the integrity and holiness ohtlmean body. We want to ensure that the years
of innocence of the children be respected andttieparents are their primary educators of the
children. The parent handouts will include “KnowetRules” and questions from the National

Center for Missing and Exploited Children on CHidfety. There are two lesson plans for each
grade, fifth through eighth. Some of the topicd thiél be covered are Love God and Neighbor,

Chastity, the key to holiness, vocations, love eggponsibility, and the sacrament of marriage.
There will be no discussion of human anatomy indlassroom. Parents can review any of the
material that will be taught in the classroom tlglotihe Religious Education Office.

Children’s Holy Hour

An integral part of our Religious Education Programi be the Children’s Holy Hour, which
will be held the first class of each month, the tagenty minutes of each session. In addition to
learning the mysteries of the faith, students wilv be given the opportunity for worship and to
express faith in the Real Presence of Christ inHbé Eucharist. Participation will include
grades second through eighth. Proper manners d's®ouse should be stressed and reviewed
for a short time prior to the monthly Holy Hour.rBiats and family members are encouraged to
attend. All students will return afterward to tHassroom for dismissal.

Eucharistic Adoration
The command to adore the one, true God was a cothrgaen to Moses (EX 20:2-7).
Eucharistic Adoration will be offered during gralgeel confessions.
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Grade-Level Confessions

Confessions will be offered three times during slsbool year: near the beginning of the new
school year, during Advent and during Lent. All dgats in grades third through eighth
participate. All students are expected to know Alee of Contrition by heart and the proper
procedures for the sacrament. Parents shouldwetiese procedures and the Act of Contrition
with their child. These opportunities should mgm@mplement the families’ frequent reception
of the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

May Crowning

Traditionally, our Religious Education Program dodes each year with a May Crowning,
honoring Mary, the Mother of God, followed by a eption in the parish hall. This Marian
celebration is an important devotion and partieggashould be stressed. This academic year a
separate May Crowning is scheduled on Tuesday anwednesday so that all students can
attend on their regular class night. The May Growg is the last session of class and the official
closing of the Religious Education school year. Hasare invited to attend.

Report Cards

Catechists & Aides will provide a standard writtemaluation of a student’s progress to the
parents three times during the school year (Noventebruary and May). Catechists are asked
to keep the returned report cards during the scheat for the final report card in May. Report

cards will include the child’s understanding of tinaterial covered as reflected by test scores,
the child’'s completion of homework assignments,ypra mastered, class participation, and
behavior. We recognize that marks may not adequatdlect the degree to which a student is

maturing in his/her Catholic life, but they do s=fl how well they comprehend the material

being presented. Parents are required to sigmednch the first two report cards to the catechist.

Learning Disabilities / Health Related Problems

If your child has a learning disability or healtlated problem, this information should be
annotated on the child’s registration card. Atbimation will remain confidential, but this
information will be passed on to the Catechist,cltwill be helpful in teaching your child. For
the 2008-2009 academic year the Religious Educ&rogram has a group of Special Education
volunteers that may be able to assist you withsg®ggcial learning or behavioral challenges,
particularly as they apply to preparation for Fiistly Communion and Confirmation, which
includes passing a comprehensive exam. PleasthedReligious Education Office for further
information.

Attendance / Absentee Policy

The Catechists will record attendance at the béginof each clasdVe ask that you notify your
child's teacher if your child will be abserRegular attendance is essential to the ongoing
formation of your child. For those children preparfor the reception of the Sacraments, no
more than three unexcused absences will be alloviadre are only thirty-one class sessions for
the 2008-2009 school year, so please make evesit &ffget your child there on time.

Cancellations

If Loudoun County cancels school for the day, deses school early due to inclement weather,
or if county afternoon and evening activities aaaaelled, then Religious Education classes are
likewise cancelled. If classes are cancelled byptresh for whatever reason, an email will be
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sent to each family as soon as possible. Whenubtdmntact the Religious Education Office at
703-433-6777; the phone greeting will always rdftemcellations.

Dress Code

All students are to dress modestly. Shorts worsthgents in the middle school grades (grades
6, 7 and 8) must be “Bermuda length,” just abowekihee or longer. Articles of clothing which
depict drugs, alcohol, profanity, weapons, and akxunuendo are forbidden.

Halter tops, tank tops, shirts showing the midgffaghetti straps or any style that may be
considered immodest should not be worn. Dress cmdigors will be warned, and on the
second offense they will be sent home.

Boys must remove hats upon entering the building.

Sacramental Preparation

A very important aspect of the Religious Educatiprogram is Sacramental preparation.
Children are prepared for the reception of the &aents of Penance, Eucharist, and
Confirmation. The preparation involves both pareatsl students with mandatory parent
meetings and student assignments. Students arge@da attend Religious Education classes
regularly for one year prior to the Sacramentak yeajive the child a firm foundation on which

to base specific preparation for the sacrame3tisdents preparing to receive a sacrament are
asked to have no more than three unexcused absences

Sacramental Preparation for Older Children

Those children in fourth through eighth grade wlawéhnot yet received the Sacraments of
Baptism, Penance and/or First Holy Communion attimedSacramental Preparation Class for
Older Children. Each student will need to compledenework assignments, memorize certain
prayers, complete the weekly Mass Attendance sheaets return them to the teacher on a
monthly basis for record keeping.

High School Sacramental Classes

On an as need-by-need basis, a Sacramental Piepactdss for all high school students in
grades nine and ten who have not yet received dlceaBients of Baptism, Penance, First Holy
Communion, and/or Confirmation will be schedule@all the Religious Education Office to
register your child for this class. High schoaidsnts in grades eleven and twelve who have not
received these Sacraments will be enrolled in thiesP RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation for
Adults) class, which begins in September each y&dease call the Parish Office at 703-433-
6770 to register for this class.

Home-Schooled Students or Students Attending a Cablic School

For purposes of this handbook, Catholic home-s&tstudents are those students defined as
being home-schooled &l academic subjects by their parents, not justiceligHome-schooling
families are encouraged and welcomed to participateir Religious Education Program. This is
a wonderful opportunity to foster a sense of comityurith the parish and interact with other
Catholic children in a controlled and caring enmireent.

Home-schooled students are not required to atteekiBus Education classes as part of
sacramental preparation; nevertheless, they mifdt &ll other sacramental requirements listed
below, and formally apply and register to be ewmallin the parish First Communion or
Confirmation class. They must adhere to the sachainistrative deadlines. Parents and
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students must attend parent/student meetings.as®leote that families will be obliged to pay
the sacramental preparation fees but not the RekgEducation class tuition.

Because of the importance of sacramental preparatimidterm exam will be given in January
and a final exam in May for the following grade¥; 2’4 7" and &. All exams will be multiple
choice and based on the Faith and Life curricullihe exam will be administered in the parish
school; parents will be notified of the test dayentmail.

Active participation in Youth Group is required Bif home-schooled ninth-grade and Catholic
school students enrolled in a parish Confirmatias< prior to receiving the sacrament in the
fall.

Home-schooled students must be enrolled in Relgyibducation classes to participate in CYO
sports. Students attending Catholic schools arerequired to attend the parish Religious
Education Program to participate in the parish Gp0rts program.

Sacrament of First Penance

“Those who approach the Sacrament of Penance gidasion from God’s mercy for the offense
committed against Him, and are, at the same tiewgnciled with the Church which they have
wounded by their sins and which by charity, by eglanand by prayer labors for their
conversion” (CCC 1422).

The following requirements must be completed asaretnation of one’s readiness to receive
the Sacrament of First Penance:

1. Application for the Reception of First Penance &FHoly Communion Form: An
Application of Reception form must be filled outtiva copy of the child's Baptismal
certificate attached. These forms must be turned the Religious Education Office.
This application of reception is for both First Baoe and First Holy Communion.

2. Workbook: The student Penance workbook, My Bookteiut God’s Lovand
Forgivenessis handed out for home use. It is intended todrapleted by the students
with the parents. They are to be turned in at do®sd Parent Meeting and are corrected
by the Parish Staff. Children work at differertiesaand parents must pace workbook
assignments to ensure timely completion.

Sacrament of First Holy Communion

“The Eucharist is the Source and Summit of the €lam life.”
(CCC 1324)

The following requirements must be completed asaretnation of one’s readiness to receive
the Sacrament of First Penance:

1. Workbook: The student Eucharist workbook, My Batlkdbout th&Sacrament of the
Holy Eucharistis handed out for home use. They are intendée tmompleted by the
students working with the parents and are to heetliin at the Communion Retreat. As
with the workbook mentioned above, parents muse piaeir children appropriately in
order to ensure timely completion before receptibthe sacrament.
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Mass Attendance Sheets: Mass attendance sheatshadilled out each week and
returned to the catechist monthly for record kegpin

Retreat: Students are required to attend a Fostr@union Retreat in the spring of their
Second grade year.

4. Parent Meetings: Parents will be required to attero parent sessions.

First Holy Communion Liturgy Guidelines

1. Dress Code: The girls will wear white dresses aails, white socks, white shoes;
shoulders must be covered. Girls wearing spagste#p or halter style dresses must wear
a white sweater over the dress. Boys will wear &hirts, ties, dress pants and dress
shoes - absolutely no athletic shoes. Jackets gptienal although, almost without
exception, all boys wear a jacket. Girls are askatdto wear gloves or black nail polish;
and the children are not to carry anything in thends at Mass; i.e., purses, books,
flowers, etc. Boys are not to wear earrings.

. Group Photo and Video: There will be no pictur&irtg during the First Holy
Communion Mass. A portrait of each class will bketaimmediately after Mass in the
church and a video will be taken of the entire tFtemmunion Mass.

Reception: There will be a reception with lightreshments, immediately following the
Mass in the Parish Hall for family and friends.

Therefattending Sunday Mass as a
family is very important. As a simple way to demtyate his or her attendance at
Sunday Mass, each student is to complete and ratifass attendance sheet.

10. Confirmation Preparation Summer Workbook: This swenreview workbook is
designed to help the students prepare for theifidoation Exam.
